	Structure/Grammar

	Vocabulary
· Uses vocabulary taught in class: travel, geography, sites, etc.
	Uses a rich and varied range of vocabulary learned in class.  Exceeds vocabulary requirement. 
	Uses a broad range of level appropriate vocabulary, but could have used a little more “in-class” vocabulary.
	Uses a limited range of level appropriate vocabulary. Meets some/few requirements. 
	Uses minimal and/or repetitive vocabulary. Meets few/no requirements.

	Preparation & Rehearsal
	Speaks smoothly without hesitation (in Spanish). The presentation has been thoroughly rehearsed. Script is rarely used.
	Speaks with ease with occasional pauses. The presentation has been rehearsed. Student checks scripts minimally.
	Speaks with hesitation, not interfering with understanding. The presentation has been minimally rehearsed. Script is referred to many times.
	Speaks with long pauses that impede understanding. Lack of cohesion. Little to no evidence of rehearsal. The script is directly read from.

	Task Completion: Script

	Script is submitted and legible or typed.
Script has full name, date, period.
	Script is missing a requirement.
	Script is missing several requirements.
	Script is either not submitted or is illegible. 

	Task Completion: Speaking / Speech
	Speaks in complete sentences all of the time. Speech is fluent.
	Speaks in complete sentences most of the time. Speech is somewhat fluent.
	Speaks in complete sentences some of the time. Speech needs more fluency.
	Speaks in complete sentences rarely or not at all.  Speech is choppy and non-fluent.

	Pronunciation
(good word decoding, no eating up letters or sounds)
	Pronunciation makes speaking fully understandable; occasional errors do not impede pronunciation. 
	Pronunciation makes speaking understandable; errors are more than occasional but do not impede comprehension. 
	Pronunciation may occasionally impede comprehension. 
	Pronunciation impedes comprehension. 

	Attire

 He/she went beyond with his/her attire. Looks excellent and very professional!
	Student looks presentable. He/she is wearing adequate clothing. He/she may be wearing jeans but looks nice due to wearing a nice jacket, blouse, etc.
	Student is wearing jeans and looks somewhat presentable. 
Could have done a better job looking more presentable.
	Student is wearing very casual and inappropriate clothing (sweats, hoodies, sandals, mini-skirts, low cut blouses, pants below waist, etc)

	Peer Critique
	Completed all of the critiques.
	Completed almost all critiques, but is missing 2-4 .
	Completed some critiques but is missing quite a few  (more than 5)
	Did not complete critiques and/or were very minimal.

	Time
	Student presentation was 3 minutes
.
	Student did a 2 minute presentation.
	Student went over his 3 minute time frame or did less than a minute presentation.
	Student did not pay attention to time, did very little time and presentation was too fast!

	Slide requirements:
1) Picture of country and flag
2) Map of country 
3) Items Packed
4) Mode of transportation
5) Hotel stayed in
6) A reservation made (place)
7) 4 Places visited (sites)
8) 1 very fun place
